Lesson One

fulfilled.

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Thought for the Day

Consider your ways. Are you letting God control your life or are you in control?
The purpose of God is like a river that is flowing. We need to flow with God.
While ever we flow with God we get somewhere.

The result of flowing with God’s purposes cannot be measured. We get blessed,
we prosper in all ways, we know His protection, guidance, love, peace and joy.

Prayer

Tell God that you want Him to control your life from this day on. Ask God to
guide you today, and show you His special plan for your life. His purpose for
your life is THE reason why you were born!

2. God’s Love

a. We have a motive for all things that we do. What was God’s motive in
establishing His purposes? (John 3:16, 1 John 4:9,16-19)

b. What will the love of God cause Him to do for us? (Deut.23:5)

c. Rom.8:32 Can we be separated from the love of God?

d. Read Luke 15:4-7. What does God’s love motivate Him to do for you personally?

e. What is the greatest expression of Love? (John 15:13)

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Thought for the Day

Did you know that God loves you? Furthermore love discerns needs. Because
God loves you He knows your need.

Have you wrestled with a problem you cannot conquer? God knows your need.
Ask Him to help you. He loves you and actually is pleased when we desire to
involve Him in our affairs. He doesn’t just love collectively. He loves each one
of us personally. (Matt.10:29-31)

Prayer

Thank God for His love. Tell Him that you receive it, ask Him to help you
understand what it really means. Ask God to fill your heart with love for Him
and others also.

3. God’s Grace and Mercy

a. Eph.2:3-5 What was God’s response to man’s need, and why did He respond
in this way?

b. Matt.5:7 Name one way of receiving God’s mercy.

c. Num.14:18 What does God’s mercy cause Him to do?

d. Eph.2:8 How can we appropriate God’s grace in our lives?

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Thought for the Day

God’s mercy means we do not receive the punishment we deserve for our sin.
God’s grace means we receive the salvation we do not deserve!

God’s grace and mercy proceed from His love.

He wants to restore us to the highest and best that He has planned for us
personally.

Read Matt.18:23-35. What is your response to this story?

Prayer

Thank God for His grace and mercy. Ask Him to help you to respond to His
mercy by being merciful.

4. God’s Justice

b. Acts 17:31 How will God judge the world?

c. Rev.19:2 What two words describe God’s judgement?

d. Eph.6:8, Heb.6:10 What is God’s response to our obedience?

Thought for the Day

God is just and fair in His dealings with man.

Gal.6:7 tells us that we reap what we sow. God makes this principle work for
the farmer, He also makes it work for us. It is a great blessing that this is so.

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Decide today to serve God and to know and receive His peace, joy and
righteousness.

Prayer

Ask God to help you understand the way that He works in regard to His
justice.

5. God’s Universal Being

God is all powerful, ever present, and knows all things.

b. Gen.18:14; Jer.32:17 How great is God’s power?

c. Psalm 139:3-10 Note down the promises God gives you personally regarding
His presence.

d. Matt.6:4; 10:29; Acts 1:24 How much does God know about us?

Thought for the Day

God is almighty. He does not lead us to frustration.

God always supplies the necessary power for victory.

There will be no lack of power to accomplish what He wants done.

Prayer

Ask God to give you insight into what He is like. Ask the all-powerful God to
anoint your life with power to serve Him.

Heb.12:10 He disciplines us to make us like Him.

Prayer

Read Psalm 139:23-24 and pray through it before the Lord.

Anything that you feel is not right in your life commit it to God, turn from that
way, ask God to help you be holy.

He knows all about it and He
understands. He will show you how to handle every situation.

Prayer

God is all wise. He knows your situation. He understands your situation. Ask
God, the source of all wisdom to give you wisdom to live this day to His glory.

Ask God
to fill you with the Spirit of Life today that you might walk in victory over sin-
positive and negative!

Drugs, alcohol, nicotine, the lust for sex, money
or food.

John 8:34 Sin is a prison. But Jesus has the keys to unlock that door for us and
for others.

Prayer

Thank God for opening your prison and setting you free, but also ask God to
anoint you and use you set others free also.

Prayer

Consciously check out these areas of your live. Confess sin that is blocking
relationships or bringing bondage.

All sin is destructive. Whatever we do that is sin causes harm in our lives.

Ask God to give you understanding of this.

When we repent we acknowledge areas of our lives that are wrong and our
need to put them right.

Prayer

The Word of God and the Holy Spirit together work in our lives to show us
what is wrong. Progress is only made as we repent of it. Ask God to reveal this
to you today.

Ask God to strengthen you to not only repent but show forth the fruit of it in
your life.

When this
happens the person we have wronged often feels that we are not really sorry,
because there is no real sorrow for what we have done.

Prayer

True repentance involves having a real sorrow at what we have done. This is
the way God wants us to repent as it assures we will not repeat the sin!

Ask God for a humble and contrite heart.

Thought for the Day

When God asks us to confess our sin, He wants us to be specific. If we actually
name the sin to God it helps us to be truly sorry for that sin, and to turn from it.

If we just pray a blanket prayer-`forgive my sins'-then we don't really confront
that sin in our lives

Prayer

Daily confess known sin to God. Name the sin, Be sorry for it, and make a
decision to turn from it. Both acts and attitudes.

If someone were to forgive us a huge debt of millions of dollars we would be
extremely grateful.

Any condition that the man was to make on us we would probably be willing to
do eagerly because of what we had been forgiven.

Consider today not only the fact that you are forgiven, but also the price of it.

Prayer

Ask God to make you fully aware of what His forgiveness means. Let this be a
motivation to you to love Him in return, and to serve Him because of our
gratitude and love for Him.

Salvation restores us to
that former Glory. At the Second Coming of Christ we shall be given a new
body like His glorious body.

Prayer

Ask God today to help you understand the three mysterious facets of our salvation.
We are saved-Justification, we are being saved-Sanctification, we will be saved-
Glorification!

We have such a close and intimate relationship with God
that we can come to Him and call Him daddy.

Samaria is the region just North of Judea. Samaritans were half Jews and were
despised by the Jews.

Here we read how they too are filled with the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit had
been poured out at Pentecost and was now available to all believers.

Today the Holy Spirit is waiting to fill our lives in response to our request!

Prayer

Pray that God will fill you with His Spirit today.

Pray that the power of His Spirit might glorify Jesus through you.

The result is that they were deceived by the enemy, and therefore had to suffer
the consequences. We should at all times inquire of the Lord.

Prayer

Be sure to ask God about every decision that you make.

When you pray today spend a little time listening to what the Holy Spirit is
saying. He speaks through God's Word and often through others. Hear what He
is saying to you.
